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Proposal that Agricultural Lime is a Non-Permeable Material and Should be Allowed for Hand Dug 
and Bored Well Abandonment 
Bill Blankenship and Mike Reynolds presented data collected on agricultural lime that shows the material 
is consistent and that it is a non-permeable material. Testing results were presented from soils labs and 
landfill sites. Part of the reason for the use of the agricultural lime is cost savings. It was argued that the 
agricultural lime had a much better consistency than clean fill. The Board asked for more information 
that shows the lime is an impermeable material. 

 

Well Permits for Holes With Insufficient Water Production 
Section 920.120 c) in the 920 Water Well Construction Code was reviewed. The Board and the attendees 
from the county health departments had a long discussion concerning the second portion of the Section 
that requires that states “the water well shall be sealed in accordance with all provisions of this Part 
regulating the sealing of water wells”.
