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REPORT NAME: INJURY PREVENTION

Report Purpose—

The report provides incidence and mortality counts associated with more than thirty
injury causes or mechanisms, with further data differentiation by manner/intent. It
is structured to conform to the Recommended Framework of E-Code Groupings for
Presenting Injury Mortality and Morbidity Data (February 1, 2007 version), which was
developed and is maintained by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention’s
National Center for Injury Prevention and Control (NCIPC).

Report Layout—

From left to right across the page, the report consists of: one column describing the
cause or mechanism of injury, five columns displaying manner/intent-related data, a
row total column, and a column that presents the row total as a percentage of the
total number of patients selected for the report. The five manner/intent categories
are “unintentional,” “self-inflicted,” “assault,” “undetermined,” and “other.” For
each mechanism/cause category, the report contains a total incidence count
(including fatal outcomes) and a mortality count; some categories contain one or
more subcategories, as indicated by indentation.

Report Content—

This report counts the E-codes specified in the NCIPC framework, which is organized
in a matrix format with footnotes and a supporting table describing pertinent E-code
additions since 1994.
